News from the National trust  Article
written by volunteer ranger Katy Holvey

With the festivities over with and January well
under way, the National Trust Rangers have
been working hard. As well as maintaining gates,
moving ponies and otherwise looking after our countryside
property, we've been running a number of exciting events.
Our first event of the New Year, Get Out of the Office and
Learn to Coppice, took place on Wednesday 5" January.
National Trust Rangers were able to pass on coppicing skills
and at the same time help people to burn off the Christmas
overindulgence! The event took place in an area of Wembury
Woods that is currently being brought back into management
by coppicing. The coppicing process involves cutting down
hazel quite close to the ground in order to promote re-growth.
This also lets sunlight reach the woodland floor which allows
the growth of woodland flowers such as bluebells and
primroses. It turns out that it's quite hard work too, and
everyone was happy to stop and have a lunch of locally
produced beef burgers. After lunch the coppiced wood was
cut into lengths and left in piles to create homes for insects
and creepy crawlies, so as well as teaching skills the day’s
work will increase the wood’s biodiversity.
Some of you may have noticed the scrub clearance that's
been happening in the fields above Nodden Mill in Ringmore.
Saul has been out there working away to remove a lot of the
gorse in order to improve the diversity of the grassland.
Similarly to coppicing, removing the gorse will allow meadow
flowers to flourish when they would otherwise be
outcompeted by the scrub.
For the first time in South Devon, the National Trust South
Devon Coast and Countryside is holding a community Art &
Photography Competition in March for people of all ages to
get involved with. Our ambition is for this exciting new event
to raise awareness of the fantastic coastline and countryside
the National Trust manages across South Devon and
encourage people of all ages to get out and explore the
secluded beaches, striking sea cliffs and tranquil estuary
woodlands that little bit closer with a pencil, paintbrush or
even a camera in hand. The event will be held in the
Kingsbridge Market Hall on 18" and 19" March and we would
love to get as many local people involved in submitting
entries and helping to create a fascinating gallery in the

Market Hall. The theme for all the artwork is ‘time well spent’
and the subject is restricted to scenes of, or within the
National Trust South Devon countryside properties from
Wembury Point though to Dartmouth.

BREAKTHROUGH FOR GREEN TOURISM

Hundreds of holiday homes in the South Hams are to join
the recycling revolution after the launch of the district’'s
easiest holiday waste collection service yet.

Almost all recyclable material is stored in a single sack or
bin, which is collected from holiday homes along with
glass and general waste.

The aptly named OMNI collection system is being
offered by award-winning local trade waste company TQ
Recycling.

Holiday let businesses preparing for the Easter rush are
expecting big savings on their waste bills as recycling is
much cheaper to collect than general waste.

The new service has been warmly welcomed by letting
companies and by Green Party County Councillor, Paula
Black, who hailed it as a breakthrough for green tourism in
the district.

Already over 900 holiday lets in the Salcombe area are
signed up to the OMNI collection. The service is now
being extended to holiday homes and other tourism
businesses in towns across the district.

Holidaymakers using the scheme will be able to recycle
even more than the district’s ordinary homes.

As well as cardboard, paper, tins and cans, TQ Recycling
can process a huge range of plastics including cling film,
yoghurt pots and bubble wrap.

Glass will be collected free of charge by the company from
a special kerbside box.

It is the first time Kingsbridge based TQ has offered to
collect its customers’ general waste on top of recycling.
The move follows TQ’'s recent acquisition of waste
company B&A services, which collected from many
holiday homes in the district.

Stephen Tooke, Director of TQ Recycling said : “This
new service is different because it's so easy for people to
use and the waste will be collected so frequently. It gives
visitors and businesses alike the flexibility they need.”
James Spencer, Managing Director of Pebbles of
Salcombe, which cares for more than 400 homes in the
South Hams, said: “We are greatly relieved our holiday
homes can finally offer recycling through the OMNI
collection system:

“For years visitors to holiday homes have wanted to
recycle but there just hasn’t been the facility for them to do
their bit. We would field calls asking how the recycling
worked and it infuriated us to have to reply that it simply
wasn't possible.

“We're delighted to now be able to help our owners and
their tenants to manage their waste responsibly — and
simply. The OMNI system is an excellent idea.”

Green Party County Councillor for Totnes Rural, Pau la
Black said : “This is the breakthrough for green tourism
that the South Hams has been crying out for.

“Visitors come to this area because of its outstanding
beauty and they want to keep it so. This new service from
TQ Recycling means far less holiday waste will end up in
landfill dumps.”

TQ Recycling was recently awarded Most Innovative
