Fuel Oil as their main fuel source, for heating and/or hot water.

An Open Letter to Kingston Village Electors 
 

In view of last month’s leader article in the Newsletter, 
which told us that we have the elections for Parish 
Councillors coming up in May, I wanted to write and point 
out two things: 
Firstly, we need to appreciate and thank the efforts of the 
outgoing Councillors who, during their four years of office, 
have, either directly by liaising with local government 
officers (SHDC and DCC), or through supporting other 
village individuals and organisations: 

·  Initiated and followed through a Parish Plan which 
has been used as a model for other parishes 
within the area and beyond 

·  Not increased our precept (the amount of money 
we as individual electors pay towards the upkeep 
of the parish). 

·  Achieved a local housing policy, working hard with 
SHDC and the housing associations to enable 
our younger people to gain housing within the 
parish and thus ensure that our community stays 
alive and youthful, as well as enabling families to 
stay together and support each other 

·  Gained the Calor West Country Village of the Year 
award, with a £2,500 prize, against opposition 
from all over the  UK 

·  Supported Active Kingston in their achievement of 
raising around £60,000 for a state of the art 
playground 

·  Erected a ‘bus shelter 
·  Encouraged environmental planning to enhance 

the playing field 
·  Produced a series of Footpath Leaflets and 

commissioned a Parish Map 
·  Supported the Management Committee in 

maintaining the Reading Room as a village asset 
·  Contributed to the maintenance of the churchyard 
·  Published the monthly Newsletter 
·  Hosted external organisations, such as Women 

mean Business, the Playbus 
·  Supported our Registered Charity, Kingston Young 

People’s Association (Youth Club) 
·  Supported grassroots community groups, such as 

the Gardening Club, History Society, Bowls Club 
Secondly, we are told that some of the Councillors will be 
retiring at the end of this four year term.  Now is the time 
for other people to step forward and present themselves 
for election as Councillors to take their places.  It is 
absolutely essential that we have sufficient nominations 
to ensure a proper democratic election.  We might not be 
Tunisia or Egypt but we should value this opportunity.  
This last term of office for Councillors was the first for 
many years in which villagers had the chance to vote for 
Councillors from a larger number of candidates than 
vacancies and there was a valid election for places.  This 
is your chance to say what you can do for Kingston and 
to give Kingston electors the chance to vote for you so 
that you can achieve your aims.   
Central government policy, regardless of buzz words 
such as Big Society, is handing over power (and money) 

to grassroots communities, often through Parish 
Councils.  We cannot be “parochial”, despite our status – 
we need to seize every opportunity to capitalise on what’s 
going.

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All Welcome at the Church? 

The question mark is deliberate. Kingston District Church 
Council has been working on improving access for those 
with physical and sensory disabilities to the Church and 
village burial ground for some time, with little apparent 
success. However that is all changing.  Constructive 
discussions with SHDC planning and English Heritage 
have taken place and there is now a comprehensive 
project being developed.  We hope this will help the 
Church continue to develop as a major resource for 
everyone in the community.  

What is planned?   

Firstly of course, ramp access from the gate into the 
burial ground along part of the existing wall, looping back 
on itself and ending near the Cross. This is practical in 
terms of dealing with the slope, would enable the 
retaining walls to be strengthened and should cause 
minimal to no disturbance to graves. 

The project also includes a small ramp into the north 
door, and repairs and a handrail to the steps up into the 
burial ground on the south side. Residents tending 
graves have complained about these.  

There will also be a small handrail on each side of the 
step from the nave to the chancel. We are aware that a 
number of people find this step difficult.  A hearing loop is 
also planned around the main body of the church. We are 
consulting the RNIB /Action for Blind People on any steps 
we should take to support those with visual impairment.  

Yes this is going to be expensive and we are seeking 
grants etc and continuing to fund raise in the village. Very 
many thanks to all of you who have already contributed in 
various ways. 

 

KINGSTON LOCAL HISTORY SOCIETY 
  

There was a splendid turnout for the talk by Mrs Elizabeth 
Lewthwaite at our History Society Meeting on Thursday 
27th January.  We were delighted to welcome several 
members of the Modbury History Society to the event. 
We were all entertained by an extremely interesting 
lecture about the history of Flete House and Estate.  Mrs 
Lewthwaite, Anthony Mildmay-White's sister, took us on a 
journey through the ages from the time when Flete was a 
Saxon estate to the present day when the House is part 
of a retirement community. Her historical accounts 
included stories and anecdotes about various colourful 
characters associated with the estate.  We heard happy 
tales of romance in the early days when Elizabeth, 
daughter of Earl Gray, married John Crocker, a member 
of the Bulteel family to the sad story of Anthony Mildmay 
who drowned at Mothecombe beach in 1950.  Death 
Duties took a heavy toll and several farms and properties 
had to be sold.  During and after the Second World War, 
Flete House was used as a maternity hospital and Lord 
Mildmay was often seen in the wards giving out gifts to 
the new born babies.  The evening concluded with 
refreshments. 
  

Our next Meeting is on THURSDAY 24th FEBRUARY in 
the Reading Room starting at 8pm - Phil Lilley will talk 
about the old Devon Railways and illustrate his talk with 
DVD footage of his "Backalong" Series, an Archive Film 
Production.  It will include memories of some of the West 
Country's most beautiful lines recalled with archive film 
and photographs.

Fare Car Scheme  
Following last month's report that the Fare Car Scheme 
would be scrapped, I now understand that proposals 
have been submitted that will retain the Scheme but with 
a reduced service. These proposals will be submitted to 
Devon County Council's Executive for ratification and will 
then be published. 
  

SHDC-Community Charge.  
SHDC inform us that there will be a 0% rise in their 
Community Charge for the 2011/12 financial year. Other 
elements of the Community charge such as Police, 
County Council, Fire Service etc may, of course, be 
subject to increases. 
  

Road works-central Modbury  
Further to recent reports, I can confirm that these road 
works are scheduled to run from 28th February to 21st 
March inclusive. Work will generally be udertaken 
between the hours of 0930 and 1530 and again between 
1700 and 2300 although these times are subject to 
variation. There may also be a requirement to work on 
Sundays between 0900 and 1800. 
  

South Hams District Council has approved the free use of 
Poundwell car parks whilst these works are undertaken 
and St Georges Church have also agreed the free use of 
their car park in Church Lane.   
  

During the works a shuttle mini bus will be porvided 
between Yealmpton and Aveton Gifford at times to 
hopefully link up with the 93 bus service. The shuttle bus 
will now make a scheduled stop at Poundwell car park.  
  

Pedestrian access will be maintained to Church Street 
and Broad Street at all times and the shops will be open 
for business as usual.

Please also note that the public footpaths  are for 
walkers, NOT bicycles, even the mountain variety.  Public 
bridleways are for foot, horse or pedal cycle.

CHURCH SERVICES & THOUGHT FOR THE MONTH 
 

 
PANCAKES AND PREPARATION  

 
We have some funny words in the Christian Church!  Why do we call it “Lent”, when we don’t lend 
anything?  And why “Shrove” Tuesday?  Pancake Day is much easier to understand. 
 
You won’t find the word “Lent” in the Bible.  It actually comes from an Old English word meaning 
“long”, and probably refers to the way that the days visibly lengthen in Spring. 
 
The 40 days of Lent, from Ash Wednesday to the day before Easter (excluding Sundays), are 
traditionally a time for prayer, penitence, almsgiving and self-denial.  Which tends to be translated as 
“what are you giving up for Lent?” 
 
In earlier times, people were forbidden from eating meat, eggs and dairy products during Lent.  
These had to be used up by the Tuesday, and pancakes became a popular way of doing this.  (You 
can enjoy them this year in Ringmore Parish Room from 10.30 am.)  There have been pancake races 
in Olney, Buckinghamshire, since 1445. 
 
Shrove Tuesday thus became a time for festivities, releasing high spirits before the sombre season of 
Lent.  It was often called “Fat Tuesday” (hence “Mardi Gras”), and celebrated as a carnival day. 
 
But “shrove” is actually the past tense of “shrive” (which also gives us the word “scribe”), and means 
to absolve.  Before the start of Lent, Christians were expected to confess their sins, do penance and 
obtain absolution. 
 
So Lent is a time to take stock of our lives, a time to ponder on the teachings and work of Jesus 
Christ, a time to prepare for the triumph of Easter.  Locally, there are meetings during Lent in 
Kingston, Loddiswell and Modbury (see posters for details), so come along and join others as we 
discuss, read and pray together.
