KINGSTON LOCAL HISTORY SOCIETY  

  

Our May meeting saw the return of Paul Rendell - known 
as “Dartmoor Paul” who had been booked to talk to us 
about the Tin Miner’s of Dartmoor. Unfortunately, he 
arrived with a repeat lecture and we once again heard 
about the history of postcards!  We must apologise to 
those of you who had heard it before.  Nevertheless, Paul 
gave us an interesting and amusing illustrated talk about 
the origin of postcards explaining that they were black and 
white photos of local people, places and events when they 
were first produced commercially.  Several examples of 
this were given;  floods at Bovey Tracy;  Dartmoor 
prisoners setting off for a mornings work at the Princetown 
quarries and a best baby competition, to name but a few.  
Also, the artists employed a clever trick whereby they 
would take a background scene, then superimpose photos 
or pictures of animals or people from another scene. 
Conversely, characters or animals would be airbrushed 
out of the scene altogether.  In the early days postcards 
were cheaper to send, arrived on the next day and were 
even delivered on Christmas day.  All the postcards we 
saw provided an historical record of local venues that 
gave us an insight into the changes that have occurred 
over a relatively short period of time.  Paul brought along 
some of the books & calendars he has produced.
