	 a) Affordable Housing: Cllr Alloway reported that five houses had been let in the village under the Local Lettings 

     Plan.

 b) Parish Plan implementation: Cllr Alloway reported that all initiatives were on time or ahead of implementation 

     with one major exception which was the provision and siting of recycling bins. This would now be prioritised.

     The Parish Path leaflets were now downloadable from the website and would be placed shortly in The Dolphin and 

     TIC’s in Modbury & Kingsbridge. Special display stands had been purchased for this purpose. Kingsbridge TIC, 

     however, were unhappy that the leaflets would be free. 

      Parish Paths Scheme (P3)-John Wurr had been attending workshops although it was noted that grant allocation 

      etc was likely to be devolved to parishes in the New Year. Agreed to invite John Wurr, Ros Davis (Devon CC) and 

      Amanda Bloomer (Kingsbridge TIC) to the January Meeting.

      Energy saving –there were helpful website comments by Thelma Rumsey. New legislation required that defunct 

      light bulbs now had be recycled via the point of purchase. Agreed that Ms Rumsey should explore the possibility of 

      providing a central parish bin for this purpose.

     Playing Field development-Judy Wurr was actively progressing funding bids on behalf of KYPA. Cllr Alloway 

     reminded Members that this was a competitive area and access to public money was not a right. Agreed that a 

     general letter of support from the Parish Council be signed and used for funding bids.

     A discussion ensued concerning the placing of a tab regarding the Active Kingston initiative on the Parish website. 
     It was agreed to implement this even if it might be seen to create a precedent. 
     Concern had also been expressed by Active Kingston regarding ongoing project management. Cllr Smith agreed to 

     assist.

Noted also that there were no costings at this

 stage. Agreed to place an article in the Newsletter asking for parishioner comments on the options as outlined.
