Walkers and horse-riders might like to know of this network of permissive paths around Wastor, Shearlangstone and Butland.
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This permissive bridleway offers an extensive and interesting route across mixed farmland,
avoiding stretches of narrow country lane. Fantastic views across the South Hams, the
Erme Valley and estuary and out to sea can be enjoyed along the way. The variety of
crossing arable fields, pasture and passing through a lovely small woodland will further
enhance your experience. There are a number of gates along these routes, please leave
them as you find them. Please keep dogs on a lead near stock.
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This access has been provided under the Department for Environment, Food & Rural Affais' farn conservation schemes as managed by Natural England, which help farmers and
land managers protect and improve the countiyside, its wildife and history. Itis permissive access and no new rights of way are being created. Existing rights of way are not
affected. Please follow the Courtryside Code and observe any other requirements shown above. Do ot diturb widiffe, ivestock of othervisitors and in particular keep dogs
under control. This is working farmiand so please take care; people using this site do 5o at their own fisk. Access ends on 30th June 2015
