	Playing Field:

  i) Playing Field Committee: Cllr Alloway explained the background to the formation of the Committee for the 

      benefit of the new Councillors. Cllrs White, Alloway and Jones would form the PC element of the Committee. Cllr 

      Smith would also join the Committee in a private capacity. There was a concern regarding a water supply for the 

      new planting. Cllr White would cost a hand bowser. Martin Stallard had also completed the ground works.       

ii)  Tenders for fencing, grass cutting etc: Andrew Davies’s quote had been accepted and he would begin work on 

      the fencing and gates this week.  He would also prepare the base for the new litter bin. The new signage would be 

      manufactured under the original grant funding. Agreed to make inspection notices for the skateboard park as 

      recommended by the insurers using the residue of the grant.

	Parish Plan Implementation: Cllr Alloway circulated copies of the Plan to new Members. A detailed progress report was on the website and recently reproduced in the Newsletter. The Implementation group had closed down although the Plan was still active. Ongoing issues would become the responsibility of the Parish Council and discussed in Council at the July meeting. The siting of the proposed Bottle Bank was in abeyance pending the lobbying of residents in Yellands Park by Tor Homes.
