SHDC-Local Housing Allocations Policy: Councillors welcomed this document which broadly was in accordance with Kingston’s Local Lettings Policy, but still did not apply to existing housing only to new build. 	5. Devon CC-Snow Warden Scheme: Noted, suggestion to be revisited by the new Council after May 2011. Locations for two additional grit bins in the village were identified. Clerk to make a formal bid to Highways.

	6. Devon CC-Fare Car Scheme: Contrary to previous information, this Scheme would not be scrapped but a reduced service introduced. These proposals waited approval from Devon CC Executive and would be circulated in due course.      
	

	
	7. Graham Phillips-Government Regulation of heating oil suppliers: Cllr Alloway expanded the original briefing note. The increase in heating oil prices during this winter was unreasonable and non regulation compounded the problem. Agreed to circulate petition details within the village and investigate the use of an online petition.

Reading Room Management Committee-Draft access statement & draft evacuation plans for approval: Members had concerns over the wording of the drafts, which might not be applicable for a publicly available access statement, but complimented the Management Committee on their hard work. Cllr Curtis to take back to the Committee for revision.

Thelma Rumsey had obtained 420 whips free of charge from the Woodland Trust which required planting on the playing field. The Newsletter would ask for volunteers to plant in March along with the ‘Snowdrop Marathon’.   

The placement of a bottle bank in The Dolphin car park was not now possible. The Clerk was investigating an alternative site. Parish Plan progress was regularly updated on the Parish website.

After discussion, agreed to charge £30.00 for the use of the pitch for 

                              the 2010/11 season. Clerk to arrange.

SHDC were required to provide permanent and transit sites for gypsies/travellers. This requirement had been dropped due to budget constraints.
