3. Allotments: The Clerk outlined movements in the Waiting List. Plot 1 had been offered to the next applicant on the List but they wished to inspect before accepting the tenancy given the amount of work required. 

4. Reading Room: Cllr Dylan reported that a complaint had been received regarding the stability of the floor. David Carter had also raised this issue. Their complaints were noted. Cllrs Freeman & Smith commented on the substantial work undertaken some 15 years ago and were of the opinion that the floor is still fit for purpose.   

5. Street Furniture: Cllr Freeman had repaired the notice board by the Fire Station.

6. Footpaths: Footpath 6 had now been reinstated following pressure from this Council and Devon CC.

7. Neighbourhood Watch: Cllr Thomas commented on the paucity of appropriate pamphlets etc from the Police, probably due to budget constraints.
