After discussion, agreed to forward the bid for the full £500.00 to Cllr Mumford. Proposed by Cllr Uttley, seconded by Cllr Alloway and agreed unanimously that the Parish Council provide the balance of the cost of the goalposts. In order to match fund for the full amount, it was suggested that volunteer time be put into the equation in terms of pitch preparation, erection of goal posts etc. Clerk to discuss with Cllr Mumford. 

Agreed that Cllr Uttley be the formal liaison with Colin Low with regard to future football developments on the field.  

Also proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Curtis and agreed unanimously that Judy Wurr progress Active Kingston’s bid for the Locality Funds available from previous years.

	Parish Plan Implementation/Local Lettings Plan: Cllr Alloway reported that 4 houses had now been allocated via the Local Lettings Plan. The Speed Indicator Device was broken and the anti speed campaign would now take place in the autumn. However, checks had indicated that vehicle speeds were at acceptable and legal levels. 

‘Kingston Walks’ Project-Cllr Alloway produced a mock up of the Footpath Leaflet and explained the next steps. The leaflets were now almost ready to go to print.  

Playing Field development-Cllr Alloway updated Councillors on current progress. The football pitch/new access/car park area had been costed but unfortunately the Council was not in a position to match fund from SDCLAG, nor to handle the cash flow required for EU funded projects-other funding would be sought. Cllr Smith would arrange a proper survey of the playing field and check the positioning of Active Kingston’s equipment.

Cllr Alloway also outlined the ‘Women Do Business’ programme run by the Community Council of Devon and funded by SDCLAG. A meeting would be held in the Reading Room on 07.10.09 between 1pm and 3pm. Flyers were also distributed.
