	Playing Field Development: The Chairman reported back from the Advisory Meeting held prior to this meeting and outlined the salient points. The Environmental Health Officer at SHDC had been consulted and had no concerns over noise levels regarding the aerial runway. After discussion, proposed by Cllr Smith, seconded by Cllr Moore and agreed unanimously to approve Phases 3 and 4 of the development. Phase 4 approved in principle but would be subject to sufficient funding. Agreed also to maintain the Advisory Group as a method of communication and to streamline procedures. Clerk to seek advice from DAPC regarding the signing of contracts. Specially convened meetings of the Council could be called with suitable notice to expedite matters without recourse to the monthly Council meetings. 

Noted that Devon CC would only reimburse this Council on paid invoices including pre-payment of the VAT.

The SDCLAG bid would now need to be profiled. Clerk/Cllr Alloway to deal.

Standing Orders were waived to allow Thelma Rumsey to outline a planting scheme for the copse at the corner of the 

playing field. A grant of up to 75% of the cost could be available from the Tree Council. Proposed by Cllr Smith, seconded by Cllr Alloway and agreed unanimously to approve this scheme including the protective fencing. Agreed also to allow the hedges around the playing field to grow up and widen into the field to increase the amount  and diversity of the wildlife. Agreed that the Council would fund up to a limit of £200.00. A letter of authority to the Tree Council was signed by the Chairman.

	Parish Plan Implementation: Cllr Alloway reported on the Parish Plan Advisory Meeting held on 10th March. She mentioned the recent speed monitoring exercise which showed that 41.5% of traffic coming into the village was non local. The existing signage is poorly sited and requires to be moved. This will become more significant when the playing field development is complete. Agreed to write to Highways. Councillors intimated that they would be prepared to part fund as a last resort.    

Affordable Housing: Cllr Alloway commented on the responses from the recent survey undertaken at Westentown regarding heating and insulation etc. There were perceived inadequacies which would need to be discussed with the Guinness Trust.

	County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Mumford updated Members on the current position regarding the Local Government Review. There was a possibility that the House of Lords may reject the proposal when submitted; Devon CC’s Judicial Review would be heard in April.

The County Council budget had been finalised with a 1.9% rise in Council Tax-the lowest ever increase. Cuts in central government funding next year of between 15 and 20% would have a significant impact on services.

Cllr Mumford outlined the actions of Highways during the bad winter. Over 30,000 potholes had been repaired since February. 

He updated Councillors on the application by Viridor for a new waste plant at New England Quarry.

Cllr Alloway outlined the signage issues in the village and environs as discussed in Minute 46.10. above. Cllr Mumford would take forward to Highways.
