	1. Planning: Planning application 29/2189/11 F Re application for 10 Yellands Park. No comment 
2. Recreation Ground Committee: Confirmed that repairs to zipwire completed under warranty. There was no threat to safety. Agreed to follow SHDC/ Playdale recommendations on restricted signage on the field. Clerk to clarify aspects of insurance cover re events on field. Confirmed that wildflower seeding will take place shortly and some further tree planting in the autumn.
3. Allotments: Two tenders for work on the Pound and allotments received and one accepted. ( Cllr. White declared an interest in this item and vacated the chair). Cllr Alloway presided for this item only.
4. Reading Room: Cllr Dylan will request an amendment to the draft minutes of the RRMC Special meeting re PCs role as Holding Trustee. Agreed to investigate current status of Constitution with Charity Commission.
5. Street Furniture: Agreed to remind residents the Parish notice board is for statutory and other PC notices. The Jubilee board is available for promotion of events, sales and other services etc.
6. Footpaths: Confirmed changes to Footpath 8, the coast path, due to erosion have been confirmed. Cllr White reported a new permissive path established across farmland between the coast path and Kingston. Map available on notice board.
7. Neighbourhood Watch: Monthly police report noted. 

8. Tree Wardens: Confirmation of planning permission given for Willow Cottage. 
9. Kingston Church: Confirmed Cllr. Alloway will act as formal link between the Kingston District Church Council and the PC. Each organisation now includes the other as a standing item on agendas. Cllr Alloway reported that DCC had made significant progress in obtaining Diocesan approval for the access related works. Planning permission was now being requested and some minor objectives were underway.
